When selecting school supplies please refrain, as much as possible, from characters (cartoon, superhero, etc.) and 
instead select solid color items.

 soft, zippered pencil case (no boxes) 
 4 Elmer’s glue sticks 
 1 package of colored pencils (12- classic colors) 
 1 package of crayons (24 count) 
 1 package of markers (8-10 count, thin or broad) 
 2 packages of #2 pencils (already sharpened) 
 1 handheld pencil sharpener with dome for shavings  
 2 pink erasers 
 1 protractor 
 1 compass 
 1 ruler (should include both cm and in) 
 1 pair of age-appropriate scissors 
 A small indoor plant which your child will care for throughout the year (4 inch diameter).
